There is a small trailhead along Railroad Street in Kennard.
The trailhead includes a small vehicle parking area, bike
parking, benches and signage. The trail begins in an open
grassy area but soon becomes shrouded with trees on either
side. There are mile markers p;aced at half-mile intervals.
