The trail occupies a corridor formerly
home to the Sunset Railroad, which was built to transport
oil from the productive oil fields in this part of Kern
County to the county seat and largest city of Bakersfield.

In the future, the city plans to extend the trail west along
the out-of-service rail corridor to the tiny community of
Fellows—once an oil boomtown and still surrounded by
the massive Midway-Sunset Oil Field—and southeast
towards the small city of Maricopa.
