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Parking & Trail Access

From Island Cottage Road, enter the driveway to the park just
north of the Lake Ontario State Parkway overpass. The path
begins from the parking lot and follows the north side of the
Parkway, intersecting Dewey Avenue and Greenleaf Road. It
ends at Latta Road, just north of the Parkway. Cyclists can
follow Latta Road to connect to the Genesee Riverway Trail,
although there is no special accommodation made for
bicycles; pedestrians can use the sidewalk.
