The trail also provides an important connection between
other trails that run through Horseshoe Park (Toll Gate
Creek Trail, West Toll Gate Creek Trail and Powerline
Trail) and those in Cherry Creek State Park, at its
southern tip.

Trail-goers should note that there are on-street crossings
at Iliff Street and Chambers Street, and use caution.
