The
original train depot—now home to Shelby’s city library—
is located just south of the loop.

The paved trail, which resembles a compressed running
track, is one of several open on the out-of-service
corridor. The others are the Duncan Walking Trail to the
north and the Renova Heritage Walking Trail, Cleveland's
Crosstie Walk, Boyle Rail-Trail, Shaw Rail-Trail and
Hollandale Rail-Trail to the south.
