A total of
52-miles, this trail runs parallel to Highway 32 and 102
uninterrupted and allows for users to get not only to other
towns, but several wildlife and recreational areas for
further exploring. The path is naturally surfaced and
available for hiking, bicycling, horseback riding, cross-
country skiing, snowmobiling and ATV riding. It crosses a
number of rivers and creeks along its route, including
the Sand Hill, Wild Rice and South Branch Wild Rice
Rivers, and Mashaug Creek.
