Pathway). It occupies the same Consumer’s Energy
electric utility right-of-way for a spell until just after
crossing the railroad. From there trail users have to use
the sidewalk on N Center Street and then on McCarty
Road. After that, the off-road portion restarts, heading
south from McCarty, down to Shattuck Road.
