While there’s enough miles to offer a good
workout, or to run errands between the residential and
commercial pockets along the parkway, what’s especially
great is that the Kipling Trail intersects with no less than
five area favorite trails. From north to south, the trails are
Bear Creek Trail, the Weaver Gulch Regional Trail, the
Lilley Gulch Trail, Dutch Creek Regional Trail and the
C-470 Bikeway, which serves as its endpoint.
