The Bethel Pathway is a bucolic pathway open for walking,
mountain biking, walking dogs and in the winter,
snowshoeing and cross-country skiing. The trail begins on
Sunset Road as a crushed stone pathway, tracing its way
west along Intervale Road and Walkers Mill Road to reach
the main trailhead at Davis Park. The park marks the
transition point for the trail, as the surface for the next
half switches to asphalt. The pathway continues west, past
the skate park, as well as a covered bridge, mimicking the
course of the Androscoggin River, although the trees
shield the river from view for most of the way. The
wooded route winds up to US Highway 2, where there’s
another trailhead, and then progresses north over the
Adroscoggin River on a single span bridge. The bridge
offers the best views of the water below. Once across the
river, the trails loops around behind the Big Adventure
