If you find yourself in the Spartanburg
area and are seeking a nice dose of natural recreation, the
Pacolet Nature Trail certainly fits the bill!
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Parking & Trail Access

Parking is available at the western end of the trail at the
middle school, located on Sunny Acres Road. To reach the
trail from Spartanburg, take U.S. Highway 176 south and east
to W Main Street in Pacolet, and proceed east on Main Street.
Turn left onto Sunny Acres Road and follow the road for
several miles until you reach the middle school.
