Linking the small, rural community of Paullina with Mill
Creek Park, a lovely recreation site and campground
located on the outskirts of the city, the Mill Creek Fitness
Trail provides a convenient means for residents to get to
and from the park, as well as a way to get some outdoor
exercise. The trail begins in Paullina at Maple Street,
coursing east through the fields that surround the
community. Crossing over Mill Creek and under the
nearby roadway, the trail arrives at Mill Creek Park - the
park gives trail users the opportunity for some fishing,
swimming, bird-watching, and any number of

recreational activities.

While it may not have the length or historical significance to
draw visitors from afar, for the local community, the Mill
Creek Fitness Trail is a fantastic asset that provides exercise
and transportation right in the heart of town.
