The trail begins on Yates Store Road and heads east
broadly following the course of Nancy Branch. There is
one major crossing at Green Level Church Road. The
greenway then terminates along Hortons Creek Road.
Benches placed at intervals invite users to sit, rest or just
enjoy being outside.ll
