The rustic trail is mostly grass
with a gravel base, and lined with trees and other
vegetation that make it both a serene escape for trail users
and a theater for birds, deer and other wildlife, including
the caterpillar that gives the trail its name. The trail is
maintained by Healthy Communities of Henry County, a
non-profit volunteer-led organization.
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Parking & Trail Access

There is a small trailhead along Railroad Street in Kennard.
The trailhead includes a small vehicle parking area, bike
parking, benches and signage. The trail begins in an open
grassy area but soon becomes shrouded with trees on either
side.
