At
the south end, the trail parallels Skyway Road until the
Honey Run Road intersection, providing an out-and-back
distance of just over 2 miles. The trail is asphalt and easy
enough for users of all ages. There is no tree cover so keep
that it mind when going out.  The trail is located in a
developing area, the site of an upcoming subdivision.
