Today, the trail is surrounded by neat suburban housing
and neighborhood open spaces, which include Lake
Village Park, Cherrywood Park, Fallbrook Park and
Fallbrook Farm Park. The trail also intersects with Lee
Lateral Ditch Trail at York Street, which heads then east.
