Bridges and tunnels dot the
route, and the latter can be a little unnerving especially
when traveling alone. The trail stretches from its trailhead
on Veterans Drive, which has parking and restrooms, and
stretches north to Enfield Road, which lies across the
street from the West Enfield Neighborhood Park.

At the southern end, the trail splits into different spurs
connecting to different destinations including Austin
High School, the Lance Armstrong Bikeway, Lady Bird
(Town) Lake, and the Ann and Roy Butler Hike & Bike
