Heading south, the trail provides
access to the Razorback Regional Greenway, using the
Foxfire Trail which picks up right where the Turtle Creek
Trail leaves off on Walnut Street.

The Turtle Creek Trail is part of Rogers' developing trail
network, which is planned to stretch 60 miles through-out
the city.
