At
the ball fields, trail users can choose to divert to the Prarie
Farms Trail. The crushed stone trail is 1.8 miles long and
leads to Highway C. From there, one can return to the
park by simply doubling-back, or take a longer loop back,
using the Highway C shared-use path to River Road and
then to the Donald Hackbarth Trail.
