Located in the heart of Mississippi's biggest city, the Little
J Rail Trail is part of an evolving project in Jackson to use
trails to help highlight the city's rich history while
providing crucial recreational and transportation
opportunities for residents and visitors.

The short trail is built on the former railroad bed of the
Little J spur of the former Illinois Central Railroad, which
became the first narrow gauge railroad to service the
community and played an important role in the industrial
boom around the turn of the century. Currently, only
around half a mile of the corridor has been converted into
paved trail, but plans are in the works to utilize the rest of
the route to provide a connection spanning Jackson State
University in the east and Buddy Butts Park in the west.

Eventually, local planners hope to connect the Little J Trail to
its new sibling rail trail, the city's Museum Trail, creating a
network of paved pathways that connect some of the city's key
destinations - for now, though, the Little J Trail simply offers a
short, smooth path that lives up to its diminutive name.
