Continue south past
Lafayette Square to reach Southbend Park (109 Cherry St),
which has a large playground, a dog park, a skate park, a
picnic area, restrooms, and parking. Alternatively follow the
trail west past LaGrange College, where the trail splits again to
head south passing Calloway Stadium and north to Hollis
Hand Elementary School. Or head east and then north to the
Sweetland Amphitheater (110 Smith St).0

A currently unconnected section of the trail runs between
Calmut Park (109 Union St) and thelMike Daniel Recreation
Center (1220 Lafayette Pkwy), passing Eastside Park, the
Calmut Center, and the George Harris baseball and softball
complexes along the way.
