At its eastern end, the trail ends near the paved 1-mile loop
Woodland Trail. Also known as the Woodland Park Trail, the
multi-use pathway loops around Woodland Pond and is
located off of Woodland Park Drive.O

The trail runs through three distinct downtown districts: the
Granary District, marked by the old CHS silos now under
development; the Downtown District from Fifth Avenue to
Third Avenue crossing U.S. Highway 93; and the Park District
which passes above Woodland Park. West end of trail
connects with the Great Northern Historical Trail. Trail is
wide with many overhead lights and crossing signals at all
street crossings.0
