The stone markers are signaled along the
guide wire by wooden blocks. The sensory park has a
marimba bench and large wooden boats on the ground for
visitors to sit in, as well as walls and logs to interact
with.[The park and the 0.25-mile trail can be enjoyed by all
including seeing visitors.
