The paved trail meanders through a narrow linear park,
which is bordered on both sides by Clairmont Avenue.

Located
at the foot of Red Mountain, the route does get a bit hilly
in sections. In a neighborhood without sidewalks, the trail
is important for both recreation and connection.
