Located near theMarblehead/Salem town line
onl[Lafayette Street (just north of Rosedale Rd), the
southern end of the trail links with the Marblehead Rail
Trail. If continuing south on the[Marblehead Rail Trail,
use caution when crossing busy MA 114/Lafayette Street.

From the southern trailhead, the route curves north
through a mix of residential, commercial, and nature
areas. The trail passes Pickman Park (in Jackson Field)
and[Balem State University. Paralleling an active rail
corridor, the trail ends at Mill Street in downtown
Salem.[The MBTA Salem Station, Salem Old Town Hall,
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the harbor, and museums related to the witch trials are all
close by.
