Just after crossing the Kootenay River, the trail splits briefly,
where a spur trail takes a loop around a small pond.[]

alongside the small Libby Creek. This section is a paved
asphalt route. Near the southern end of the route, the trail
leaves off from the creek and heads through open fields as the
trail approaches its southern endpoint at Spencer Rd.
