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Meandering through East Fairmount Park, the Boxers’ Trail is a
3.8-mile trail that offers sceniciViews of the Schuylkill River and

thelBtrawberry Mansion Bridge. The trail winds east across
the park tolthe[Boxers' Trail Gateway (intersection of
Greenland Dr &V Dauphin Dr), which has seating and a
monument to Philly's local boxing legends.O

From the Gateway, the trail curves west and heads towards
the river. There is a trailhead at the intersection offEdgely
Drive & Reservoir Drive. Paralleling the river, the wooded trail
continues south. For a closer look at river, try exploring
theBchuylkill River Trail, which runs along the waterlon the
other of Katy Drive from the Boxers' Trail.

Turning inland again, the Boxers' Trail follows[Randolph Drive
