About the Route

Leaving from the western end of the trail near the[Crystal
Springs I-90 Exit 95, the Austin Woodhouse Scenic Loop

runs south until it reaches theformer Milwaukee Road
rail corridor, where the trail follows the Clark Fork River
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until reaching the next segment of the trail heading north.
The trail is rural and largely forested, treating trail users to
scenic views throughout.
