About the Route

The Orange Line Bike Path follows the G Line (formerly
Orange Line) rapid bus route’s dedicated corridor, meaning
LA traffic is not a concern here. With bus stations and bike
lockers along the entire trail, traveling by a combination of
bike and bus is a breeze. The buses all have bike racks, so trail
users can bike the entire route, or put their bike on the bus,
and take it back to where their original starting point.

The path starts in the north in the Chatsworth neighborhood
and heads south along the bus corridor. In the Woodland
Hills neighborhood, the trail swings east but continues along
the same corridor.
