Make sure you bring your camera for this trail. The Fay
Avenue Bike Path runs through the upscale seaside resort
community of La Jolla, and opens up to the sweeping
vistas of the Pacific Ocean, abundant palm trees and terra
cotta rooftops that give Southern California its
intoxicating charm.

Starting out by La Jolla High School, the trail winds
through a pleasantly landscaped neighborhood. From the
trail you can take in the ocean air and enjoy striking views
of the coast below. A quiet neighborhood park offers a
playground, water fountain and several grassy, shaded
areas for relaxing. Beyond the park, prickly pear cacti and
agave plants dot the landscape, and mature eucalyptus
trees nicely frame the path. The trail weaves its way past a
number of houses whose owners have made their own
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contributions to the trail's aesthetic appeal, with a variety of
plantings, shrubs and ornate fences.

The trail, which runs along the former San Diego, Pacific
Beach and La Jolla Railroad line, is mainly paved with asphalt,
but toward the end it turns into a dirt path. If you're careful,
you can still negotiate the entire route on a road bike if the
surface is dry. The trail officially ends at La Jolla Hermosa
Avenue but continues as an on-street bike path that connects
to other bike facilities. While the Fay Avenue Bike Path is
short, it provides a rich experience of breathtaking views,
ocean air and eye-pleasing landscaping, making it well worth
a visit.
