Heading east, the trail crosses the Sacramento River Trail
Bridge at the 3-mile mark, an impressive 418-foot stress
ribbon bridge. Opened in 1990, it was the first bridge of its
kind built in North America. The bridge is supported by 236
steel cables inside the bridge deck that are drilled into
bedrock. The design allows the bridge to have a minimal
impact on the natural rock lining the Sacramento River and
avoids the need for piers. Trail users can cross the bridge and
head east on the other side of the river or continue another
0.5 mile to the Keswick Dam western trailhead and return.
