Bring your fishing pole but leave your
bike at home. This trail is suited to hikers who don't mind
a little bush-whacking through the streamside willows,
and the occasional horseback rider.

Be prepared to get wet feet, too, since you'll have to cross
the creek in places. The first section of the trail is mostly
wooded before the landscape opens to meadows, about

halfway in, and ends at Robbers Roost, site of an old cabin.
