The trail is a paved 12 foot wide path with an additional 3 foot
soft shoulder on either side for runners. This smooth wide
trail is ideal for families with strollers and those with mobility
aids. Restrooms, water fountains, trail markers and parking
lots are found peppered along the route and are marked on
the map. There are picnic benches and trashfeceptacles
along the trail as well. Pets on leashes are welcome.[

At the south end of the path, you'll find a trailhead at
Zionsville Rd between Lemberger Blvd and Arbois Cir. Briefly
passing through the edge of a residential community, the trail
quickly heads into the woods. As you continue along the trail,
you'll cross a pedestrian bridge (known as the[Dne-hundred
Foot Bridge) 60 feet above Eagle Creek.[A side trip down a
boardwalk to the floodplain leads to paths in Starkey Nature
Park. The 0.8-mile stretch of trail after the foot bridge is
known as the Nancy Burton Corridor and the 1.5-mile section
between Whitestown Rd and Heritage Trail Park is known as
