Line, the trail heads south for 10.3 miles through farms and
forests to the state line. Along the way, the trail passeslpockets
of residential and commercial development.

Heading into Simsbury, trail users are treated to the Simsbury
Railroad Depot, built in 1875, which is now a restaurant. From
Simsbury, the trail continues south for 4.2 miles through light
industrial parks. Just north of Avon, the trail takes a 1.8-mile
detour on sidewalks through the town center. South of Avon,
the trail re-enters hardwood forests.

After passing through Simsbury, there is a large gap in the
trail through Plainsville.

Southern Section: Southington to New Haven

In Southington, just south of the gap in the trail, trail users
can learn more about the historical canal at the Lock 12
Historical Park in Cheshire and at the Southington Train
Depot and Museum, circa. 1890, just past Meriden-Waterbury
Turnpike/CT 322 in Southington.
