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The Illinois and Michigan Canal State Trail follows the eponymous
waterway alongside the Illinois River. It traverses the I&M Canal

The route leaves off in the south from the town of LaSalle at
Huse Lake. The trailhead is located at a historical canal lock.
Enjoy a mule-powered ride in a replica canal boat or explore
Lock 14 and the steel silhouettes that help tell the stories of
Abraham Lincoln and his family, Wild Bill Hickok, and other
personalities associated with the canal.

From the trailhead, a short segment of trail heads west, while
the vast majority of the trail unfurls to the east. Trail users
may find that the short jaunt to the west is worth exploring,
though, as it offers a nice tree canopy and views. Begin the
longer journey by traveling eastward from the trailhead (to
the right, when facing the canal).

The towpath surface is primarily compacted gravel and can
collect water after heavy showers. Even with some puddles,
the trail is widely used on weekends, and many families and
groups of riders can be found with smiling faces. The LaSalle
County Historical Museum is located in North Utica just
across the canal from the trail, and many riders stop for a visit
there and at the local cafés.
