Continuing southwest on the Prairie Duneland Trail, the trail
leaves behind the sights and sounds of town life in less than 2
miles. It's lightly forested here, interspersed with farm fields.
Trail users will also encounter remnants of tallgrass prairie
that at one time dominated the landscape. Elsewhere, a dense
forest canopy creates a lush passageway.

A trail junction at 3.5 miles marks the intersection of the Iron
Horse Heritage Trail, whichleads into the town of
Portage.[After crossing the CSX railroad tracks at 4.4 miles
and passing beneath I-80, the trail passes through many
backyards and residential subdivisions. Numerous side paths
connect these neighborhoods, often screened from the path
by trees, to the trail.

The route goes beneath two busy streets, Willowcreek Road
and West 37th Avenue/US 6, before arriving at a trailhead on
County Line Road. The trail’s southern end is just a little
farther at North Hobart Road, where it connects with the Oak
Savannah Trail.
