Beginning at the Bailey Park trailhead in the eastern end,
head south (left) to arrive at the main loop to take a clockwise
tour. The trail passes through the woods along the Battle
Creek River, just across from the sprawling Kellogg Co.
facility.

About 3 miles from the first trailhead, the route arrives at
Division Street. Just off the trail, two blocks south, is
Monument Park’s Sojourner Truth statue, which
commemorates the ex-slave who moved to the city in 1858
and tirelessly crusaded for the abolition of slavery. Returning
to the trail, there is more evidence of Battle Creek’s efforts to
end slavery at the Underground Railroad Sculpture. Across
the parkis the historic Kellogg House.

The trail then passes the 1888 Michigan Central Railroad
Depot in the next block. It was later used by the New York
Central and Penn Central Railroads, and lastly by Amtrak
until 1982, when track owner Conrail stopped using this part
of the line. In 0.5 mile, just before the Battle Creek Area Math
