For the westernmost 4 miles from Woodsville, the trail
crosses the river and offers bucolic views of forest and
farmland on its way toward Lisbon.

Before reaching Lisbon the trail passes through Bath, which is
known for its three covered bridges, one of which was built in
1832 and passes a scenic waterfall, and then crosses the river
again on a former railroad trestle bridge.O
