The East Ithaca Recreation Way on East Hill is primarily
built upon the rail bed of the old Ithaca and Cortland
Railroad, which later became part of the Lehigh Valley
Railroad. The trail skirts the campus of Cornell University
and traverses a natural area along Cascadilla Creek
between Pine Tree Road and Game Farm Road. Then it
cuts south from Pine Tree toward Maple Avenue,
following it west for a short distance before heading south
behind neighborhood back yards to Honness Lane.
