The Cranberry Wilderness
area, which contains the entire drainage of the North Fork
of the Cranberry River and the Middle Fork of the
Williams River, also features three such rail-trails: the
Laurelly Branch Trail, Little Fork Trail and Rough Run
Trail.

All three trails offer a rugged hiking experience different
from traditional rail-trails; bicycles and motorized
vehicles are banned, and equestrian use is discouraged.
