The Spearfish Recreational Trail travels for 5 miles
through the heart of Spearfish, a town situated east of the
South Dakota/Wyoming border and just north of the
Black Hills National Forest, known especially for its
beautiful rock formations and canyons. The paved
pathway begins at the gateway to Spearfish Canyon and
travels through an eclectic mix of residential, commercial
and forested areas, following Spearfish Creek for much of
the way.

The trail offers access to one of the town's attractions, the
D.C. Booth Historic Fish Hatchery, constructed in 1899
and providing an educational center, museum and picnic
areas. The route is also beneficial for students as it runs
adjacent to Black Hills State University, Spearfish High
School and Spearfish Middle School.

Parking can be found off S. Canyon Street, just north of the
D.C. Booth Historic Fish Hatchery (423 Hatchery Circle), and
on the Black Hills State University campus.
