as a flourishing railroad junction. Heading northeast, within 2
miles trail users will be riding past cornfields, dairy farms,
and red barns. About 9 miles east, the route crosses a bridge
over the Missisquoi River at Sheldon Junction. At 523 feet, it's
the longest bridge on the trail.

The next few miles are known as Corn Alley, as the corn
grows right next to the trail. In 7.6 miles, the route arrives at
Enosburg Falls, historically the center of the dairy industry in
the area. If visiting in June, the June Dairy Days festival
celebrates the town's past on the first weekend of the month.
Trail users might see a red caboose and a freight depot; both
house museum artifacts and local railroad memorabilia.
They're open June-October, Saturday, 10 a.m.-2 p.m. There’s
shade at Lincoln Park a couple of blocks south on SR 108, and
trail users can also find cafés, coffee shops, and an ice cream
parlor in the vicinity.

It's mostly cornfields and pastureland for roughly the
easternmost 10 miles to Richford. The easternmost bridge on
the trail is about 3 miles before Richford. The Historic District
of Richford is less than a mile away from the trailhead; to get
there turn left onto Troy Street and right onto Main Street.
