About the Route

The trail leaves off from its northern endpoint along Great
River Road, where trail users will immediately enter the
Trempealeau National Wildlife Refuge and the surrounding
vast marshland. The 6,500-acre refuge is on the Mississippi
Flyway, so if visitors time their trip right, they'll be in the
company of a vast assortment of waterfowl, wading birds, and
migratory songbirds. Watch for offshoot trails that explore
the refuge. You'll pick up the railroad grade as you leave the
preserve on Refuge Road. About 2.3 miles after leaving the
refuge, you'll pass the entrance to a campground for Perrot
State Park, which features more wildlife viewing in its rugged
terrain of hills, ridges, and bluffs.
