Here is the
Gruber Wagon Works, a facility that made wagons from the
1880s to the 1950s. In the late 1970s, the building was
relocated to its current location and designated a national
historic landmark. The Heritage Center also includes the Red
Bridge, originally known as Wertz's Bridge. The longest
covered bridge in Pennsylvania, the Red Bridge crosses over
the creek to provide trail access from its southern bank.
Another site at the center is the C. Howard Hiester Canal
Center, which details the history of the canal system in the
United States and southeastern Pennsylvania.

Another 1.8 miles takes trail users to the end of the main
portion of the trail at the intersection of Rebers Bridge Road.
There is parking available just south of the creek across the
bridge. This area is known for its fly-fishing. The remainder of
the trail is also known as the Union Canal Connector, as it
bridges the gap between the Union Canal Trail and the 28.6-
mile Blue Marsh Lake Multi-Use Trail.
