Wisconsin’s Wiouwash State Trail is named for the four counties it
passes through: Winnebago, Outagamie, Waupaca, and Shawano.

Wisconsin’s Wiouwash State Trail is named for the four
counties it passes through: Winnebago, Outagamie,
Waupaca, and Shawano. Currently, 47 miles of the rail
trail are open in two disconnected sections, separated by a
gap of approximately 30 miles.

About the Route

The northern segment spans 19 miles between the small
towns of Birnamwood and Split Rock in Shawano County.
The majority of the route is shaded by dense tree cover.l

The longer southern segment extends 22 miles between
Hortonville and just north of downtown Oshkosh. Scenic
views of Lake Butte des Morts dominate closer to
Oshkosh, while prairie remnants and farmland stretch out
