The Bellevue Loop Trail is actually the southern extension
of the Keystone Trail, and it is occasionally referred to
simply as part of the longer trail. The trail makes a loop
around the southern edge of the Omaha suburb of
Bellevue, hence its name.

From the Keystone Trail at S. 25th Street, the loop
continues south along Little Papillion Creek, paralleling
Interstate 75 until it passes under the highway alongside
the creek. From here, the Bellevue Loop Trail continues
mostly south and east, where views of Offutt Air Force
Base—home of the United States Strategic Command—
are plentiful. The trail then swings north again near the
Missouri River and ends at Haworth Park.
