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Overview Wine enthusiasts can find a lot to like on the Sammamish
River Trail, which passes through the Woodinville Wine Country,

it's not unusual to see bald eagles, herons, or beavers along
the river, as well as deer and small mammals in the adjacent
fields.

About the Route

Starting from the trail's eastern end in Marymoor Park in
Redmond, home of tech giant Microsoft, the trail leaves off
from the junction with the Marymoor Connector, which
heads east 1.6 miles to its junction with the East Lake
Sammamish Trail. Note that equestrians are allowed on a side
path adjacent to the trail that runs north to Wilmot Gateway
Park in Woodinville.

In 1.1 miles, the trail passes under the Redmond Central
Connector, a segment of the Eastrail network that’s scheduled
to link Redmond and Kirkland by the spring of 2025.

The next mile or so can be the most congested, especially
during lunch hour, given the nearby offices. Across the river,
via Northeast 85th Street, a companion trail—the West
Sammamish River Trail—runs for 2 miles north on a soft

. surface. It's open to all users, although wheelchairs are not
