Continuing to make its way north, the trail enters the
Shawnee National Forest and steepens slightly on a 6 mile
stretch between Bloomfield and its highest point in Tunnel
Hill. Here, as the name suggests, a 543-foot tunnel takes the
trail into pitch black. A flashlight or bike lamp is a must.[As it
re-emerging into the light, the trail comes to a trailhead in the
town of Tunnel Hill, which has bathrooms, parking, and
drinking fountains.O

A high canopy of the Shawnee National Forest provides ample
shade for the 6 mile forested stretch between Tunnel Hill and
New Burnside. Once it crosses IL-166 in New Burnside, the
