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The Venetian Waterway Park Trail follows along both sides of the

The Venetian Waterway Park Trail follows along both
sides of the Intracoastal Waterway for 9.2 miles, from the
ocean north and somewhat east, past the Venice Airport
to north of Venice Avenue.

About the Route

The Venetian Waterway Park Traillis flat and often windy,
passing through a mix of urban corridor and open green
space. Colorful murals, covered rest and picnic areas, and
interpretive signs dot the way. There are also
playgrounds, fitness stops, and parks.
