The crushed-stone trail, stretching just over a half mile, is
one section of a larger trail system winding along the
historical Delaware and Hudson (D & H) Canal, which
dates back to the early 1800s.

Walking and biking can be enjoyed in this beautiful
natural setting, as well as fishing in the Neversink River.
The D & H Canal Park Visitor Center is a good place to
start your journey to learn more about the canal; you can
also picnic on its grounds. The Neversink Valley Area
Museum (located adjacent to the park entrance) is
another must-visit attraction for history buffs.

The trail is located within D & H Canal Park (58 Hoag Road,
Cuddebackville), where parking and restrooms are available
at the visitor center.
