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The Gwynns Falls Trail is a nearly 20-mile continuous corridor that
winds through dozens of west and southwest Baltimore

Patapsco River and the Inner Harbor, the Gwynns Falls Trail
serves as a key connector for more than 2,000 acres of
publicly owned land and 10 miles of additional hiking trails.

Although the trail can be accessed from dozens of points
along the route, its main access points include the I-70 Park &
Ride, Winans Meadow, the Inner Harbor at Light Street, and
Middle Branch Park. Starting at the eastern endpoints makes
for a moderately uphill trek west.

A good place to start is at the I-70 Park & Ride, located
adjacent to the northwest section of Gwynns Falls/Leakin
Park. From here, the trail heads east alongside Franklin Town
Road and through mature forest to Winans Meadow, a
popular section of the park with excellent opportunities for
bird-watching, turtle-spotting, and historical exploration. This
includes remnants of the 19th-century Crimea Estate, which
has a preserved waterwheel and root cellar. The Winans
Meadow trailhead offers parking, restrooms, a picnic pavilion,
and drinking water.

From Winans Meadow, the pleasant, level trail continues
eastward. The route then turns north through mature forest
